Emu Creek State School Homework Policy
Education Qld has a homework policy for students. It outlines that Homework provides students with opportunities to consolidate their classroom learning, pattern behaviour for lifelong learning beyond the classroom and involve family members in their learning. The setting of homework takes into account the need for students to have a balanced lifestyle.

Homework that enhances student learning:

- is purposeful and relevant to students needs

- is appropriate to the phase of learning (early, middle and senior)

- is appropriate to the capability of the student

- develops the student's independence as a learner

- allows for student commitment to recreational, employment, family and cultural activities.

In implementing the school's homework policy, teachers will:

-  use homework that is directly related to class work and appropriate to students' learning needs. 

- check homework regularly and provide timely and useful feedback. 

- discuss with parents and caregivers any developing problems concerning their child's homework and suggest strategies to assist with their homework.

Early Phase of Learning (Prep to Year 3).
Homework tasks may include:

- daily reading to, with, and by parents, caregivers or other family members

- daily spelling and sight word revision

- linking concepts with familiar activities such as shopping, preparation of food, local environment and family outings

- conversations about what is happening at school

- preparation for oral presentations eg Show and Tell

- opportunities to write for meaningful purposes.

Homework in Years 1, 2 and 3 could be up to but generally not more than one hour per week.

Middle Phase of Learning (Years 4 -5 -6)

In the Middle Phase some homework can be completed daily, over a weekly or fortnightly period and may:

- include daily independent reading 

- literacy and numeracy revision (eg spelling, number facts)

- include extension of class work, projects and research.

Homework in Years 4, 5 and 6 could be up to but generally not more than two hours per week, differentiated according to individual needs.

In implementing the school's homework policy, students and families will:

- be aware of the school's homework policy

- discuss homework expectations and routines

- accepting responsibility for the completion of homework tasks within set timeframes

- seek assistance by speaking with the class teacher when difficulties arise

- organise their time to manage home obligations, participation in physical activity and sports, recreational and cultural activities and family needs.
At Emu Creek, students who complete and hand in all their homework on the correct date are rewarded with a sticker.  When students collect 10 stickers for homework, they select a reward from the prize box.
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
